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Courses Description

This course consists of two parts. The first part is considered as a general introduction to the study of legal
sciences where it studies the general theory of law and right. The general theory of law embraces the
definition, origin, characteristics, basis of the legal rule; it also discusses the relationship between the legal
rules and rules of custom and religion, branches, sources, interpretation and the scope of application. The
general theory of right embraces the definition, types, elements, objects, uses and means of protection. The
second part studies the general principles of commercial law its origin, development, characteristics,
commercial activities, merchants and their duties, commercial premise and its elements, commercial
contracts namely: commercial (mortgage) pledge, carriage contract, and commercial agency and brokerage
contracts.

Objectives:
This subject is specially designed for students who study Economic and Administrative Sciences. This course

aims at introducing students to the fundamental principles of the theory of law and right and principles of
commercial law giving the undergraduates the necessary background in the general theory of law and right
as general introduction to the study of legal sciences and leading principles of commercial law as applied to
business for their professional developments.

This general objective will be achieved through the following sub objectives:

1. Providing an introduction to the Theory of Law and Right recognized in countries follow
the Civil Legal System.
Preparing students to understand the meaning of Law and its relation with other sciences.
Identifying the general legal rules and its relations with the socials and religious rules.
Identifying the sources of law in general and the sources of the Jordanian Commerce Law.
Acquiring a good understanding of the branches of law
Acquiring a good background for all advanced topics of law where students become
familiar with such topics.

7. Outlining the structure of the Jordanian courts system.

8. Enabling the students to familiarize themselves with all aspects of commercial law

establishing a background in commercial laws.

9. Applying the legal knowledge to the solution of the sorts of problems encountered in trade.
