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Includes philosophies of science and their reflections on our understanding of the nature of science and its
teaching and learning: deduction, induction, Hume, logical positivism, hypothetical-Deductive, Kuhn,
falsification, Lakatos and Fireband; history of science and its implications on teaching science; research on
the nature and philosophy of science.
